create recorded lessons.
•	 Record your screen in PowerPoint
	 Record your screen and related audio, and embed it 

into a PowerPoint slide.
•	 Flipgrid
	 A fun and engaging way to gather feedback and 

reflection collectively.

File Restore in Office 365 
Restore any accidentally deleted files or changes to a 
document. If your file exists in OneDrive or SharePoint 
Online, you can find deleted files in your Recycle Bin 
where it is stored for 93 days. If you have worked on a 
file and have made changes that you are not happy with, 
you can roll back to previous versions (500 versions are 
available by default).
